Procedures for Corrective Interventions

Teach and Practice School Expectation and Rule

For MOST students MOST of the time, manage misbehavior by:

· Re-teaching expectations

· Increasing precorrects and reminders

· Teaching routines until the students are fluent in them

· Increasing reinforcement for appropriate behavior

When a student infrequently violates a rule, use this dialogue for corrective intervention.  Remember to use the concept of positive intent (see separate handout).   
“I noticed you _______________________________________, because ______________________________________________________________________.”

“What should you be doing instead?”
“Do you need help understanding the expectation?”
“Please show me what it should look like.”

When the student later exhibits the desired behavior, take care to promptly reinforce that behavior.

In-class strategies

Here is a partial list of alternative strategies that teachers use to correct repeated student misbehavior while keeping the student in the classroom (see RME Corrective Interventions Flow Chart).  If possible, these strategies should be tried before using strategies that require the student to leave the classroom and miss instructional time.

· Always use the dialogue and strategies above

THEN

· Require student to fill out Classroom Think Sheet, and get it signed and return

IF NECESSARY

· Call parents

· Loss of appropriate privileges

Buddy Room

The assigned Buddy Room may be used when the student needs to be removed from the classroom for infrequent and/minor classroom rule offenses including:
· Disrupting class

· Refusal to do class work

· Noncompliance

· Needing a quiet place to regroup

Each teacher should have a place designated in their classroom for children from their cooperating classroom to come to when they are sent to the Buddy Room.  
This spot should be consistent, have a seat and a writing surface, and be accessible in such a way that the entering student does not disrupt the class. 
Teachers should keep a supply of pencils and Buddy Room Think Sheets in this spot.  
Students are expected to enter the room, begin to work on the Think Sheet, and remain in place silently until the homeroom teacher comes in to get them.  
Any disruption of the class or other behavior that does not meet this expectation will result in the student being sent back to their homeroom for referral to the Focus Room.

Re-entry Dialogue

Student: I would like to return to class.

Teacher:  I would like you to come back to class.  Please tell me why you were not able 
     to be in our classroom.

Student: [states how they did not meet an expectation].
Teacher: Please tell me how you are going to correct that so that you can remain in our class.

Student: [states the expectation and specifies how they are going to meet it].

Teacher: I like to hear that you know how to be [character trait].  Welcome back to class.

Focus Room/Office Referrals
A child may be sent to the Focus Room/Office if he/she is nonresponsive to teacher-led interventions or exhibits a major misbehavior (see below).  Students will also earn a discipline referral for three classroom incidences of minor misbehavior over the course of a week.

· Minor aggression/most name calling/teasing
· Minor conflict with other students

· Eating candy

· Not paying attention

· Throwing snow

· Walking in puddles

· Inappropriate playground use or unsafe and rough play
· Noncompliance

· Running

· Disrespect for property
· Lateness

· Inappropriate Clothing
	· ANY severe behavior creating a safety concern

· Physical aggression or intimidation; fighting
· Major or Chronic Destruction of Property

· Pattern of Aggressive or Profane Language

· Credible Threats

· Major Dishonesty

· Theft

· Weapons

· Leaving School Property

· Harassment of students or teachers

· Inappropriate language with malicious intent

· Nonresponsive or inconsolable even after an appropriate cool-down period
· Student has a behavior plan that specifies an office referral
· Pattern of behavior that is not severe but has not responded to in-class strategies or use of the Buddy Room

· Racial/Ethnic Discrimination

· Cheating

REMEMBER:

3 Minors in ONE week=Major




Two Important Notes about the Office Referral Process
· A student sleeping in class is not a discipline issue, but it is an issue that must be dealt with.  If this is a problem in your class, please see Jen Meyer to discuss the child who is having this problem.

· Except in the case of a student exhibiting violent or otherwise dangerous behavior, NO STUDENT will be admitted to the Focus Room or Office without proper documentation.  The discipline referral form must be filled out in its entirety by the referring teacher.
